The description should be perceived as an extended version of the summary. Here you have the opportunity to elaborate on all the elements covered in the summary. Your text in the description should give enough details to help a potential partner decide whether or not to make an Expresion of Interest. A good description should describe the problem that this technology will address and outline the 'state of the art' (i.e. the existing technology solutions and approaches to this problem), indicate clearly what the use would be (application fields) and its main features, technical aspects and advantages. Provide quantitative data and pictures if possible. Indicate the desired cooperation type: What would be the desired outcome of the international partnership?How is the international cooperation envisaged? Explain how you see the long term commitment and the practical organisation of the cooperation.
